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MESSAGE FROM THE VICAR 
Dearly Beloveds in Christ, 

Greetings to you in the name of our God and Savior Jesus Christ. 

How Jesus envisioned a home? Jesus did enjoy the simple happiness of a home. 

Jesus visited Lazarus’  home at Bethany (Lk. 10:38-42). Martha welcomed Him 

and Mary enjoyed the depth of the Word of God through listening to His conver-

sation. Jesus loves Lazarus and his home. Here is a picture of Jesus among his 

friends. The happy home at Bethany becomes a fellowship of two or more gath-

ered around Jesus. In john 12:3 we can see Lazarus feasting with Jesus. These are 

familiar scenes that make a home. Jesus recognized the place of children in the 

family. He welcomed them (Mark. 10:14) praised them (v. 15) and blessed them 

(v 16). As a child He accepted the authority of His parents and advanced in favor 

with God and men (Lk. 2:51) through obedience Jesus presented Himself as the 

ideal son of the Heavenly Father.  He is the head of the Church (Eph. 4: 15) which 

is also His Bride (Rev. 21:2). Jesus fulfills all the relationships in family. May our 

lives be made full by transformation of all our relationships within our home and 

among whom we live.  

For Jesus, home is not simply a membership or identity.  In Mathew 12:48-50, we 

can read ‘Jesus said "Who is My mother and who are My brothers?" And stretch-

ing out His hand toward His disciples, He said, "Behold My mother and My broth-

ers! For whoever does the will of My Father who is in heaven, he is My brother 

and sister and mother." This is His extended family outlook.  Beyond the blood 

relationship, there needs a covenant relationship. Doing the will of God is the ulti-

mate measure of the depth of relationships.  

Jesus had strong feelings regarding the ties of family life. Without the bond of 

relations, no man can live a healthy life, no society can sustain.  According to psy-

chiatrists Jacqueline Olds and Richard Schwartz, social alienation is an inevitable 

result of contemporary society's preoccupation with materialism and frantic 

"busy-ness." Their decades of research support the idea that a lack of relation-

ships can cause multiple problems with physical, emotional, and spiritual health.  

As we are celebrating the 23rd Parish Day (July 20th) we must remember that 
the Parish is a household which makes life to the Kingdom values. A parish is 
something lived, experienced and shared. It’s community: a band of believers 
joined together by the love of Christ, and love for one another. Christianity is not 
a solitary endeavor. It is meant to be lived with others, shared with others, car-
ried into the world to transform it.  And that, too, is fundamental to being a par-
ish. That is part of our calling. Let this year’s parish Day celebrations strengthen 
us to transform ourselves according to Christ’s will.

Worship 

“Some go to church to take a walk.  Some go to church to laugh and talk. 

Some go to church to meet a friend. Some go to church their time to spend. 

Some go to church to meet another. Some go to church a fault to cover. Some 

go to church for speculation. Some go to church to doze and nod. The wise go 

there to worship God.” [Author unknown] 

Why do we worship God? The word worship means giving worth to God who 

is worthy to be worshipped.  

A few years ago the Chicago Tribune reported the story of a New Mexico 

woman who was frying tortillas when she noticed that the skillet burns on one 

of her tortillas resembled the face of Jesus. Excited, she showed it to her hus-

band and neighbours, and they all agreed that there was a face etched on the 

tortilla and that it truly bore a resemblance to Jesus. So the woman went to her 

priest to have the tortilla blessed. She testified that the tortilla had changed her 

life, and her husband agreed that she had been a more peaceful, happy, sub-

missive wife since the tortilla had arrived. The priest, not accustomed to bless-

ing tortillas, was somewhat reluctant but agreed to do it. The woman took the 

tortilla home, put it in a glass case with piles of cotton to make it look like it 

was floating on clouds, built a special altar for it, and opened the little shrine 

to visitors. Within a few months, more than eight thousand people came to the 

shrine of the Jesus of The Tortilla, and all of them agreed that the face in the 

burn marks on the tortilla was the face of Jesus (except for one reporter who 

said he thought it looked like former heavy-weight boxing champion Leon 

Spinks!)  some people worship God without knowing the worth of God.  

Four essential experiences should be in a true worship. Our worship should be 

glorifying God; through worship we are giving glory to God who is the only 

one who deserves it. Secondly our worship should be purifying us. Through 

the worship we are purifying ourselves to worship the holy God. Thirdly our 

worship should be edifying us. Every Sunday we worship God corporately 

and the aim of corporate worship is to edify us as community of God. And 

finally our worship should be witnessing to others. Through our worship we 

are witnessing a living God to others and through that we are presenting the 

Gospel to others. So our worship never ends on Sundays but we continue to 

worship our God through our words, actions and attitudes from Monday 

through Saturday. Let us worship God in truth and spirit in every moment of 

lives.
